Design Guidelines:

1. All fall arrest anchors are designed in accordance with Federal OSHA standards
and the ANSI-IWCA I-14.1 Window Cleaning Safety Standard.
2. All fall arrest anchors are designed for a working/rated load of 1,250 lbs and a

breaking/fracture load of 5,000 Ibs (4-1 Safety Factor).

3. All fall arrest anchors have been evaluated by industry typical structural
evaluation and/or testing methods.

4. The additional live loads imposed by the fall arrest anchors on the structure to
which they are attached shall be verified by the structural engineer of record for

the project.

5. All welding shall be done in accordance with the AWS structural welding code.
6. All structural fasteners shall be tightened to the following torque values:
